Who Wantôs To Be Rich 
The most common response is, ñI do!ò Life is peaches and cream when you are 

rich, right? The era in which I have grown up into was and is obsessed with rich 

celebrities and sports figures. When MTV decided to actually stop playing music 

videos, shows like Cribs took the place of the music. Cribs was a show that took 

a camera into the homes of music, movie, and sports celebrities who wanted to 

show off their palatial mansions to the rest of the world. They were showing us 

their riches. I was never one to obsess over the riches of the movie stars and mu-

sic stars, but I was enamored with sports figures. If you watch ESPN or even 

your local news, you always see the football players who are hold-outs for train-

ing camp because the amount they want has not been met for them to sign a con-

tract. Now, I know the arguments are made for the athletes that they should be 

paid what they earn. For those of us who do not have multi-million dollar con-

tracts for our work, it is hard to see the difference between receiving $33 million 

and $13 million. How much is enough? Do we base our life on how much money 

we are going to get? 

In the Gospel reading for this weekendôs Masses, we see Jesusô response to an 

overabundance of material wealth. Itôs not that Jesus did not like rich people. 

Jesus connected with the poor, the meek, and the lowly because He, Himself was 

born into a humble beginning. He also knew where the true treasures of society 

were to be found: that is, in the people. It is true that the Church could not oper-

ate without your tithe and generous donations, but money is not where the 

Churchôs riches are found, itôs found within the people. We, who recognize that 

God provides for those who follow Him and seek His grace and put that into ac-

tion, witness an excess of riches. All of us are called to live in the light of Christ, 

to live by His commandments, to treat our neighbors as ourselves, to give to Him 

the first fruits of all that we have and all that we are. Living as a Disciple of 

Christ is all about the riches. When our life is demanded of us, do we have riches 

stored up? What kind of riches are they? There is nothing evil about having material 

possessions and riches. Itôs not money itself; itôs the love of money that is the root of all evil. (I Timothy 6:10) Are 

we more concerned with amassing material wealth more than spiritual wealth?
