Strangers No Longer 
Many differing opinions exist among a wide variety of people concerning immi-

gration. The controversy surrounding Arizonaôs new immigration law brings the 

issue of immigration to the center stage. As a new Floridian, I should be watching 

the events in Arizona with special interest, considering I now live in a state with 

much more diversity as opposed to Wichita, Kansas; where the diversity is not as 

prevalent. No matter what side of the political spectrum you lean towards, we 

should all agree with that the dignity of all people should be respected. This is a 

Catholic principle.  

For the next few bulletin articles I will share with you a paper I wrote in a course 

titled: Border Crossings: A Film Perspective of Human Rights in Latin America. 

The course was very eye-opening to many issues concerning immigrants and their 

struggles. The course did not just focus on the issues concerning the United States, 

but with immigration issues throughout Latin America.  

As a Catholic community, we are called to assist one another in need. We are 

called to love our neighbors as ourselves. We have responsibility to living out the 

Christian commitment to peace. Migrants from Mexico and in Central and South 

America are struggling to live a dignified life. Many migrants die each year in 

Mexico and the United States by trying to provide a life that is socially just for 

themselves and their families. We will explore the injustices taking place to fami-

lies involved in conjunction with the pastoral letter concerning migration from the 

Catholic Bishops of Mexico and the United States called: Strangers No Longer: 

Together on the Journey of Hope. 

At the core of Catholic Social Teaching is Human Dignity. To have dignity is the 

right of everyone, in all places, and at all times. To recognize dignity within others 

we must remember that God created every one of us in His image and likeness and 

He desires all to be afforded basic rights and dignity as humans. In Pope John 

Paul IIôs The Gospel of Life we are reminded, ñWhere life is involved, the service of 

charity must be profoundly consistent. It cannot tolerate bias and discrimination, for human life is sacred and invio-

lable at every stage and in every situation; it is an invisible good.ò This is to say that no matter where the migrant 

may be located, what stage they may be in life, and no matter who they are, charity towards them must be exhibited 

always.  

Many migrants face bias and discrimination along their journeys towards a better life. We should remember that the 

Holy Spirit ñworks in the Church to unite all peoples of all races and cultures into the one family of Godò (strangers 

27). Race, color, or creed, the Church shows no partiality to one over the other in Her mission to minister and help 

people. The Church has always had respect for each culture and the customs associated with that culture. It is the 

call of Christians everywhere to see the dignity within the human person, regardless of the differences in skin color. 

Bias and discrimination only fracture relationships amongst each other. The Church teaches that we are to respect 

one another and show compassion towards each other just as Christ showed His compassion for us.  

There are recurring themes that we must take note that takes place in the root causes of migration. Those being: 

poverty, injustice, religious intolerance, and armed conflicts. The joint bishopôs statement calls upon Catholic teach-

ings to address these issues so that migrants can remain in their homeland and support their families.  The condi-

tions that migrants often live in are deplorable, unhealthy, and undignified for anyone. We have seen this in mi-

grants that travel from Central America via Mexico to get El Norte. Migrants travel north to the United States of 

America for many reasons, chief among those reasons are ñThe American Dreamò which they see on television, 

movies, magazines or various other forms of media. The root causes of migration already mentioned often go hand-

in-hand.
