Strangers No Longer (continued) 
As a continuation from last weekôs article, I am sharing with you a paper on immi-

gration which I submitted my final semester of my B.A. in Theology. I wrote this 

paper in a course titled: Border Crossings: A Film Perspective of Human Rights in 

Latin America. The course was very eye-opening to many issues concerning immi-

grants and their struggles. If you missed the previous articles of Strangers No Lon-

ger: you can always come by the parish office to pick up your copy or you can go 

online to stanthonyparish.com. Next weekôs article will be the conclusion.  

Dignity and basic human rights should always be afforded to undocumented mi-

grants. All too often, countries who strictly enforce the regulations to undocument-

ed workers implement harsh and often cruel policies towards those who, no fault 

of their own seek a better life for themselves and their family. We should be more 

careful not to view those who are from outside our borders, who are in the country 

as undocumented as anything less than human. It is easy to fall into the trap of 

dehumanizing those who are seeking refuge from an oppressive government who 

have been traveling for long periods of time and not have been allowed to seek a 

decent place to clean themselves. This is why it is important for people who have 

the means necessary to help those who are in need and traveling to a better place 

to treat each person with dignity and respect by offering migrants food, shelter, 

warmth, friendship, a helping hand, and the love that Jesus shared with us. It is 

these people who offer this to others that are heeding the call of Jesus to clothe the 

naked, feed the hungry, and heal the wounded. We must always keep in mind that 

whatever we do to the least of these, who do for Him. 

When the mainstream media portrays pictures of people from other countries who 

seek refuge in a neighboring country, it is often the case where the images are one

-sided. Refugees are treated as subhuman and often inhumane conditions exist, 

while others take advantage and exploit them for personal gain. When these imag-

es are constantly portrayed, a majority of people who know no differently fall into 

the trap of seeing the refugees as subhuman as well. The joint bishopôs response calls for a pastoral response to this 

issue and those like it. The bishopôs pastoral letter states it this way: ñThe Church in our two countries is constantly 

challenged to see the face of Christ, crucified and risen, in the stranger.ò The proper pastoral response involves a 

conversion of heart and mind. This conversion must take place in each and every one of us to see the strangers as 

they really are: children of God. Attitudes of cultural superiority pervade our land and undocumented workers often 

get mistreated and underpaid. The policies that are out into place by countries to secure their borders are warrant-

ed; however, the view we take about those who wish to enter should be cautioned. The tendency is to look at those on 

the outside looking in as alien, terrorists, or economic threats. It is a fine line we must walk not to sacrifice the dig-

nity and respect we have for each other, yet be cautious of the security of the country. We should not put labels on 

others, but rather see the good in them. We should treat the undocumented worker as we would want to be treated if 

we were in the same situation.  

Our goal as people of God should be to welcome in the stranger to communion with us and to the Church. It is our 

responsibility as Christians to welcome the downtrodden with open arms as the Good Samaritan did. If we, as Cath-

olic communities show no compassion to those in need, it is likely that the oppressed will seek solace and find it out-

side of the Church. For this reason among many the bishops have urged communities to offer migrant families hos-

pitality, not hostility. Pastoral counseling is often needed to those who are without basic necessities. In order to truly 

respect the lives of those who seek shelter in their migration, a respect for their culture and faith is an important as-

pect to consider if we want to be effective in our goal of helping those in need. A call to dedicate recourses to pro-

vide pastoral care for migrants who are detained or incarcerated is important to ensure that human rights violations 

do not occur. Affordable legal representation should be offered to those who seek it.
