From the Business Operations Manager 
New Property, New Changes 
As we have discussed in the past, it is necessary to rezone the parcel of 

land we currently use as our church and school campus as well as the new 

property we purchased two years ago to our east.   

We are in the process of a Land Use Amendment, which takes the parcels 

from residentially zoned parcels and makes it an industrial parcel.  The 

process takes about one year and we are about three months into the 

application process.    

This process involves public hearings, meetings with county and state 

officials, and hours of information and document gathering.  Moduss Inc., 

is handling the process for us.  Please pray for us during this process that 

it goes smoothly!  We will keep everyone up-to-date on the progress as 

we move along!

DON½T JUST SIT THERE! 
Last week in the high school youth group (Life Teen) I held my own form of the 

liturgical ministers meeting. Almost every member of our high school youth group is 

involved in some way for helping at the 6pm Sunday Masses. If someone in the 

youth group is not currently involved in some ministry of the Mass, I have assured 

those individuals that I will be asking for help in one of many areas where we can 

use the faithful to assist with Mass. Whether we are gift bearers, lectors, ushers, altar 

servers, choir members, or extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion; we are all 

called to be good stewards of our time, talent, and treasure. 

I am very proud of our youth members who give of their time, talent, and treasure by 

assisting in the many different ministries of the church. Not only did they listen to 

me explain to them the best practices and rubrics of assisting with the celebration of 

the Mass, but I also explained to them as to why their respective jobs are so im-

portant and their participation enhances the liturgy. The great thing about our liturgy 

is the fact that we celebrate together as One, as the universal Church. It is so cool to 

know that every time we participate at Mass, we are participating as One body in 

Christ. 

It is true that liturgical ministers are always needed for assisting with the Eucharistic 

celebration, but whose role is essential for the celebration of the Mass? Without 

priests, we would have no Mass. As liturgical ministers, we should feel honored by 

the importance of our ministries; however, we must also be humbled by the fact that 

God has given us these abilities. We must also be humbled in our ministries that 

without the priest, our ministries would not be needed. This is why we should be 

encouraging vocations to the priesthood and to the religious life.  

Participation at Mass is not only for the liturgical ministers or for the priest, but we 

are all called to be participatory at Mass.  We are called to be ñactive participants.ò 

You may ask, ñWhat is active participation?ò Father Cassian Folsom is a Benedictine 

monk who is Vice-rector of Sant Anselmo and Pro-President of the Pontifical Liturgi-

cal Institute in Rome, says this about what active participation is: First of all, it means the interior participation of all 

the powers of the soul in the mystery of Christ's sacrificial love. Participation, in the first place, is something interior; it 
means that your mind and heart are awake, alert and engaged. Secondly, participation involves exterior action: saying 

things and doing things. So we're talking about the relationship between soul and body in liturgical prayer. This theme 

is an important one, because modern man, it seems to me, has lost this sense of the unity of his being: the unity of body 

and soul, of the interior man and the exterior man. 

I challenged the youth to be more conscious of their active participation at Mass and to delve deeper into the mysteries 

of our faith by thinking about why we worship the way we do. Reverence at Mass was encouraged as well, reminding 

them that if they show reverence at Mass, perhaps their reverence can be contagious. I challenge you: the lay faithful, to 

encourage our youth to be reverent at Mass and in the church. These are things we can all learn from.

This Sunday night (9/5) for Life Teen (high school) we will have a social night as part of Labor Day weekend. Come 

join us for food, fun, and fellowship as we share our faith. We will culminate the evening with evening prayer from Lit-

urgy of the Hours. Next Sunday night (9/12) we will have a guest youth leader who knows how to connect to our youth. 

The guest youth leader will challenge the youth to live a life worthy of the Christ. Our new semester of Life teen will 

begin on September 19 as we learn more about The Person of Christ. Life Teen Nights begin after the 6pm Mass on 

Sundays and end at 9pm. 

This Wednesday night (9/8) for EDGE (middle school), the theme of the night is ñMiddle School Jesus.ò The goal of 
this EDGE Night is to explain the Son of God and the Incarnation. It introduces the second section of the Creed on the 

Son of God and makes the middle school youth aware of Christôs humanity and divinity. EDGE Nights are on Wednes-
